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Founded on November 19, 2007, Genesis Social Welfare Foundation has operated for 37 year.
Genesis Social Welfare Foundation is the only one that specializes in taking care of vegetative
patients in Taiwan. Currently, there are a total of 17 nursing homes for vegetative patients
throughout Taiwan, housing more than 2,000 vegetative patients and serving more than 10,000
vegetative patients and severely bedridden elderly people.

Miaoli Branch was established on May 21, 1990, and has been serving the local community for more
than 22 years, with an authorized service population of 87 (the Miaoli County Government
approved the expansion of the hospital in May 2018), and currently serves 63 people (including
residents of the 5.6 floors). It provides "in-home hospice care" to the disadvantaged families with
vegetative patients, as well as "free home-to-home" services in 18 townships in Miaoli.
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The SAS Group and GWC Group have a long-standing commitment to assisting the
underprivileged in the community. Given that the Miaoli Branch has been serving the community
for over 20 years, much of the equipment is old and outdated, requiring urgent replacement.
Additionally, following the hospital ‘s expansion from 55 beds to 87 beds in May 2018, there
remains a need to replace many pieces of equipment. Therefore, the SAS Group and GWC Group
have initiated this fundraising campaign to address these pressing needs. We firmly believe that
the well-being and happiness of a society are reflected in how it cares for its most vulnerable
members. Hence, this fundraising event represents our dedication to translating love into action
and improving the lives of the underprivileged in our community.
